From 1995 to 2001, Mr. Mueller was the founder and CEO of Wilton InterPower, a privately held 
Connecticut-based company that developed Combined Heat & Power (CHP) facilities throughout 
Poland in partnership with Polish Energy Partners (PEP) of Warsaw, Poland.  PEP was listed on the 
Warsaw Stock Exchange in mid-2005 and remains a highly successful integrated gas cogeneration and 
renewable energy wind power owner/operator throughout Poland.  PEP has recently become a major 
wind energy business in addition to its traditional CHP operations.   
 
From 1986 to 1994, Mr. Mueller was the Senior Vice President of Turner Power Group, a New York-
based developer of cogeneration power plants throughout the US in partnership with Turner 
Construction.  TPG developed more than 300 MW of industrial cogeneration facilities throughout the 
US. 
 
From 1981 to 1986, Mr. Mueller was a resident of Australia.  While living in Sydney, he served as an 
energy advisor to the Energy Authority of New South Wales, and then became the Managing Director 
of a firm which designed and installed photovoltaic power systems throughout Australia. 
 
Mr. Mueller lives in San Diego, California, and is a graduate of the University of North Carolina at 
Chapel Hill with a BA in Economics.  He is the author of a nationally recognized book on solar thermal 
energy and has published numerous articles in the field of renewable energy and biomass generation.
